103 miles 
of relatively flat roads intersect six towns along the way. Your patch stop is around mile 

marker 87. Pull over to grab your patch and energy stop before you 
head into Mason City. #4Karras

RAGBRAI Jersey Day: Celebrate all that is RAGBRAI by wearing your 
2022 RAGBRAI Jersey featuring the festive XLIX logo. 
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Each day, one of the pass-through towns is designated as a meeting town for support 
drivers to meet up with riders and enjoy the hospitality of these local communities. These 
are the only permissible locations that support vehicles can meet riders on the route.

There will be 
signs between the two towns marking the mile of silence. The  
Iowa Bicycle Coalition provides the signage for the Mile of Silence.
